1. Call to Order: 

Peter Pena called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Introductions:

 All in attendance introduced themselves.

4. Approval/Amendments of Agenda:


Mayor Encinas moved to approve the agenda. Kristy seconded the motion. All in favor, motion 
carried.
5. Approval/Disapproval of minutes from November 18, 2014 meeting: 

 Kristy moved to approve the November 18, 2014 meeting minutes. Jim seconded the motion. All 
in favor, motion carried.
6. New Business:

a. Project Identification Form Rating- During this portion of the agenda, Cerisse explained she received four PIFs from the City of Deming and they needed to be placed on the Rural Transportation Improvement Program Recommendations (RTIPR). Priscilla then suggested we go through the whole RTIPR and figure out which ones needed to stay on there and which ones needed to come off. TAC Committee recognized which projects to stay and which to discard. Cerisse will continue to work with the communities on more possible projects for the RTIPR so we can have it up to date.
7. Reports:


a. Debbie stated she sent out the call for projects for the Local Government Road Funds and the 
deadline to get these in will be on March 15, 2015. Jolene stated the call for projects for the 
Highway Safety Improvement Program will possibly be in the summer of 2015. The program is 
recently being switched to the NMDOT planning department. She also mentioned the CMAQ 
(Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality) is a new program in the NMDOT planning department 
and receives about $5 billion a year to fund sidewalks, bic/ped projects, and transit. The cycle and 
process will be similar to the Recreational Trails Program and the Transportation Alternatives 
Program.

b. Cerisse passed out a form on the new airline service in Grant County called Boutique Air that 
included information on scheduling a flight as well as the time schedule. She then reported on her 
trip to Cincinnati, OH to attend the 2014 National Rural Transportation Conference and 
announced for the TAC Committee to review the bylaws she has sent via email to go over them at 
the next RTPO meeting in March.

c. Priscilla added Boutique Air wants to have an open house to get the community more 
comfortable with using their services. They eventually want to extend to Phoenix if they can 
accumulate more passengers and provide a shuttle service that will pick you up at the 
Albuquerque airport and take you to your destination.

She expressed a need for GIS training, reported on how many Colonias applications she worked 
on, and that CDBG will be due March 16th. She also gave the date for Grant County day at the 
legislator which will be January 28th and the Silver Spikes day will be on February 4th.
