I. Call Meeting to Order
The Meeting was called to order at 10:12 A.M.  by NPRTPO Chair Christy Ladd, Ohkay Owingeh Pueblo.
II. Pledge of Allegiance
III. Welcome and Introductions/Public Comments: 
Individual introductions were conducted by each NPRTPO member and guests. 
Chair Ladd called on Santa Fe County Planner Gary “Brett” Clavio to welcome everyone to Santa Fe County. Mr. Clavio thanked everyone for coming and spoke about the new Santa Fe County Complex. The RTPO Board thanked Mr. Clavio for the hospitality.
IV. Approval of the Agenda:
Chair Ladd, called for a motion to approve the agenda 
Eric Martinez, Los Alamos County, made the motion to approve the agenda; the motion was seconded by Mary Lou Valerio, Santa Clara Pueblo. The motion passed and all voted in favor. 
V. Approval of the Minutes: January 8th, 2020 – NCRTD
Chair Ladd called for a motion to approve the minutes as submitted.

Richard Hubler, City of Espanola, made the motion to approve the minutes; the motion was seconded by Brett Clavio, Santa Fe County. The motion passed and all voted in favor.   
VI. Matters from the Chair and Vice-Chair (NPRTPO Chair Christy Ladd and Vice-Chair Candyce O’Donnell): 
Chair Ladd discussed the Tribal Infrastructure Fund Application process is now open, members have a full thirty (30) day window to apply. Vice-Chair Commissioner O’Donnell advised that a donation was made for food for this NPRTPO Meeting. The Board thanked Commissioner O’Donnell for her continued efforts for outreach to various individuals and businesses for food donations to assist the RTPO Board during our long meetings. 

VII. 2020 Legislative Session and Capital Outlay Updates (NCNMEDD Community Development Director Lesah Sedillo)

Ms. Lesah Sedillo gave handouts regarding all House Bill and Senate Bills that have been introduced so far. The deadline for bills is 2/5/20 at 5pm. Ms. Sedillo advised that she will distribute the final list once it is finalized. Ms. Sedillo reminded everyone that all ICIP projects must be entered and all changes are made to Ms. Carmen Morin at Department of Finance-Local Government Division, stating that Ms. Morin is the only one that can approve all lists submitted. Ms. Sedillo discussed House Bill 26 for State Funded Projects relating to the Local Government Transportation Project Fund, last year the Legislature approved $49 Million Dollars and the hope is to get more money this year, but it is up in the air at this time. Ms. Sedillo thanked the NMDOT Planning Bureau for the new Project Feasibility Forms specific to the State Projects. Ms. Sedillo discussed Senate Bill 232-Transportation Junior; Ms. Sedillo advised that this is another good opportunity to submit for more projects in their respective communities. Ms. Sedillo advised that the deadline is today (2/5/20) at 5pm and must be carried by each entities local Senator, per the local Senator’s approval to carry the requested project. Ms. Sedillo also discussed House Bill 207, which is a change to the Local Government Transportation Fund. Ms. Sedillo answered various questions from Members of The Board.
VIII: PFF Review and Updates (NPRTPO Board Members and Planners):
NPRTPO Planner/Program Manager Dennis T. Salazar discussed the new Project Feasibility Forms (PFF) specific to the State Projects pending Legislative Approval. The form was reviewed by everyone and Mr. Salazar and Ms. Sedillo were available to answer questions from the Board in reference to the new PFFs. 
IX. 2020 LGTPF Updates (NPRTPO Board Members and Planners)

Mr. Salazar and Ms. Sedillo discussed the LGTPF updates and timeline preparation pending Legislative Approval. Mr. Salazar and Ms. Sedillo wanted to ensure that everyone is ready and have projects in mind. It was strongly encouraged for everyone to start the PFF Process and in following the NMDOT Timeline, a handout was also given regarding the Timeline. Mr. Salazar and Ms. Sedillo advised that on February 11th there will be an LGTPF Meeting with NMDOT to get further information to better assist the RTPO. Mr. Salazar and Ms. Sedillo were available to answer questions from the Board Members.
X. NPRTPO Project, Tracking, Monitoring and Reporting

Chair Ladd asked every entity around the room to give updates as to what is going on in their respective communities within the D-5 region. Each entity gave a brief update on what projects are being worked on in their respective communities.

NMDOT Updates:
a. District 5 – Mr. Javier Martinez introduced himself as the new NMDOT District 5 Assistant District Engineer. Mr. Martinez was available to answer questions from the Board Members in the room regarding specific projects. Mr. Martinez stated that he will be assisting entities and the RTPO with the PFF Process pending Legislative Approval. Chair Ladd and the Board Members welcomed Mr. Martinez and thanked him for coming to the meeting. Mr. Martinez also advised that Mr. Tom Taylor from Farmington is the new NMDOT D-5 Commissioner. 
b. Planning- NPRTPO Planning Liaison Joseph Moriarty gave updates regarding the LGTPF Process. Mr. Moriarty also discussed the Stakeholders meeting that was held in Espanola on 1/29/20 in collaboration with the City of Espanola. There will be another follow up meeting to this meeting on 2/20/20 as well as future stakeholder meetings in other locations of the state. Mr. Moriarty discussed the Crash Data Report and stated that it is now available online, Mr. Moriarty will send to Mr. Salazar for distribution. Mr. Moriarty also discussed the Safe Routes to School Summit which will be held in Albuquerque on April 17th, information will be sent as well. Lastly, Mr. Moriarty discussed the NM Outdoor Economic Conference which will be held in Farmington later this year. Mr. Moriarty was available to answer any question from the Board Members.
c. Tribal Liaison- NMDOT Tribal Liaison Ron Shutiva was unable to attend meeting.

· Mr. Salazar advised that he will get in touch with Ms. Maggie Moore at NMDOT to possibly give an update presentation at next RTPO Meeting for Outdoor Recreation, at NPRTPO Board Members request.
