1. Call to Order: 

Jim Massengill called the meeting to order at 9:08 a.m. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Introductions:

 All in attendance introduced themselves.

4. Approval/Amendments of Agenda:


Kristy moved to approve the agenda. Jessica seconded the motion. All in favor, motion carried.
5. Approval/Disapproval of minutes from September 16, 2014 meeting: 

 Mayor Encinas moved to approve the September 16, 2014 meeting minutes. Kristy seconded the 
motion. All in favor, motion carried.
6. Old Business:

a. Coordinated Public Transit: Marcy Eppler, NMDOT Transit, explained the NMDOT is currently updating the coordinated plan of 5310 that was last updated in 2007. She passed out a survey for the members to fill out on the updated coordinated plan and explained it will be available in January and can be found on the NMDOT website. She briefly mentioned the total federal budget awarded to Grant County Southwest RTD for FFY14.
7. New Business:

a. Corre Caminos Update: Kim Dominguez gave an update on where Corre Caminos stands 
financially. She explained they have been short with the cash match and are currently looking at 
other ways to meet the cash match. Corre Caminos will be cutting back on the most expensive 
routes and moving away from the joint power agreement.

b. Rating & Ranking: Kim and Amy gave a presentation on their 5311 application. The members 
rated and ranked the application after the presentation.

c. CMAQ: Cerisse stated there is a new program through the NMDOT that is federally funded 
from FHWA. This program funds projects that deal with air quality issues. The NMDOT is 
currently working on a guide at this time. Jolene added this program receives $4.5 million a year 
and that CMAQ funds can be transferred to transit operations. Districts can apply and they are 
looking for larger projects with this program.
8. Reports:


a. Debbie stated she will be doing the call for projects on January 5, 2015 for the Local 
Government Road Funds and passed out a handout on links to important publications and the 
LGRF program project tracking sheet.

b. Kristy mentioned there are sidewalks in Bayard that have been lifted and need repair. Also, 
there needs to be restriping on Hwy-356. Harold, NMDOT was going to look into it. 


c. Cerisse announced there will not be a Highway Safety Application round in February due to 
Steve Eagan, NMDOT, retiring and the program being moved over to the NMDOT planning 
department. Jolene added this program may be changing to application rounds being twice a year 
instead of four times a year and that this program has already funded up to two fiscal years, 
FFY15 & FFY16.

Cerisse stated in this coming year, she wants the TAC Committee to revisit the bylaws and update 
them. She has been participating in the Chihuahua/NM Border Master Plan and will be traveling 
to Cincinnati, OH the first week in December to attend the 2014 National Rural Transportation 
Conference.

Jim and Mayor Encinas thanked Kim, Amy, and Marcy for attending this RTPO meeting and for 
giving updates to the group.
