1. Call to Order: Peter Pena called the meeting to order at 10:15 a.m. 
2. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Introductions:

 All in attendance introduced themselves.

4. Approval/Amendments of Agenda:


Mayor Encinas moved to approve the agenda. Kristy Ortiz seconded the motion. All in favor, 
motion carried.
5. Approval/Disapproval of minutes from February 18, 2014 meeting: 

Mayor Encinas moved to approve the February 18, 2014 meeting minutes. Jim Massengill 
seconded the motion. All in favor, motion carried. 
6. Old Business:

a. Highway Safety Improvement Program Update: Cerisse mentioned she had volunteered to be an RTPO representative on the highway safety selection committee for the August 1, 2014 selection round. Also stated the first selection round is May 2, 2014 and if they want to be considered in the first selection round they need to get applications in by April 17, 2014. Priscilla gave a brief background on the highway safety application explaining that it is a data driven application and they are selected on a quarterly basis until the funds have run out.

b. Functional Classification: Cerisse and Jolene went through roads on the web viewer that the 
local governments submitted for reclassification explaining what classification they would 
possibly qualify for. They also mentioned the date for submission had been moved to May 1st, 
2014 but explained they would need to submit them to Cerisse by April 17th so she could upload 
them onto the web viewer which is a requirement for submission.
7. New Business:

a. TIGER application Update: Jolene let the committee know that the TIGER application is 
federally funded and 100% reimbursed. She stated it is used for big projects in the range of 
10 million dollars and the due date is April 28th. Cerisse also verified they do have to be 
registered through the grants.gov website in order to submit an application and that this grant 
includes funding for road, rail, transit, and port projects.
8. Reports:


a. Debbie Hudson stated the road fund budget is in and the local governments will be hearing 
from her around the second week of April and April 15th is the deadline. Also stated to get 
the resolutions to her as soon as possible. 

b. Kristy Ortiz mentioned a need for emergency lights for safety on HWY-36 for when the 
EMTs get a call.

c. Freddie Rodriguez mentioned he met with the Department of Transportation (DOT) on Section 
130, the railroad crossings in Hurley, and the DOT said the project is number one on their priority 
list. Funding will be available in October.
